Instant Internet Field Clinic™ (I1FC)

The Instant Internet Field Clinic™ (11FC) uses laptops using wireless Ethernet and wireless phones to link to a Medweb
Telemedicine Workflow Server™ that is housed in a Mobile Medical Communications and Triage Vehicle.™

The server manages clinical protocols and workflow as patients filter through the clinic. It also has a dynamic library of
treatment protocols that is continually updated in real-time by specialists and physicians at remote locations over a satellite
Internet link. At the end of the registration, examination, and treatment/triage process, the patient is given a self-playing
CD that includes any x-rays, history and physical exam data, digital images, EKGs, etc. The CD can be played on any
conventional PC and provides all of the application tools for the receiving doctor or facility to use the information

immediately.

In addition to sending a CD with the patient, the workflow server packages and forwards the data over a satellite Internet
link to the facility where the patient is being sent. The workflow server also collects and displays epidemiological infor-
mation about the frequency of particular disease processes and their treatment in real-time. As soon as a remote
specialist identifies a treatment protocol, it is disseminated to all users of the system. This makes excellent use of

specialist resources while tracking workflow and identification for all patients in the system.

One Medweb Telemedicine Workflow Server™ can service several field clinics at once. The [IFC™ is designed to be
easily replicated, and several of them can be set to work in unison to provide combined statistics and shared clinical
protocol libraries. Also, the servers collect medical data such as radiology, labs, and EKGs, and display them with

tools useful for diagnosis. /
